








Organic Waste

BEGINNING MONDAY, APRIL 2, 2012, AND CONTINUING THROUGH FRIDAY, OCTOBER 26, 2012, THE
LARCHMONT-MAMARONECK JOINT SANITATION COMMISSION WILL COLLECT ORGANIC WASTE SEPARATE
FROM GARBAGE. After October 26th, all organic waste except fall leaves must be taken to the Maxwell
Avenue Recycling Center. Current New York State and Westchester County solid waste regulations prohibit
the mixing of organic waste with regular garbage. Fall leaves will be collected by your highway departments
in the town and the village.

ORGANIC WASTE INCLUDES LEAVES, GRASS CLIPPINGS, PLANT TRIMMINGS, BRANCHES & TWIGS.

RULES
v/ In 2012, for the residents of the Unincorporated Organic Waste
Town of Mamaroneck and the Village of Larchmont: Collection Day
If your garbage is collected on Monday/Thursday Thursday
If your garbage is collected on Tuesday/Friday Friday

v Organic waste must be placed at the curb for collection. Organic waste may not be set out earlier than
the evening before the scheduled collection day.

v Organic waste must be put in biodegradable brown paper bags or a garbage can. Plastic bags are
prohibited and garbage cans must be free of garbage. Containers must weigh no more than 60
pounds.

v Tree branches and twigs cannot be longer than 4 feet and no more than 4 inches in diameter. Branches
and twigs may be tied or put in biodegradable brown paper bags or in a garbage can that is free of
garbage.

Private Gardeners

FOR 2012—IMPORTANT NEW INFORMATION REGARDING PRIVATE GARDENERS’ USE OF THE MAXWELL
AVENUE FACILITY.

Residents are no longer required to register their gardeners with the Sanitation Commission. Private gardeners
will be charged a fee of $7.50 per 200 Ibs. or $75 per ton for the disposal of organic waste at Maxwell Avenue.
Gardeners will be able to purchase coupon books at the Maxwell Avenue Facility, Larchmont Village Hall or the
Mamaroneck Town Center. Payment must be by check only and made payable to the Larchmont-Mamaroneck
Joint Sanitation Commission.

The fee has been established to defray the cost of operating the organic waste activity. The Sanitation Com-
mission will be notifying those gardeners previously registered with the Commission of the new fee system.

Fees will not apply to residents bringing material to the yard in their own automobile or small truck. Residents
will be required to prove residency in the Town of Mamaroneck unincorporated area or Village of Larchmont in
order to dispose of material at Maxwell Ave.
