Permits are issued at the Town Recreation Office, 740 West Boston Post Road, Mamaroneck
Monday - Friday from 10:00am—Noon & 2:00-4:00pm and the 1° & 3™ Wednesday of each month from 7:00-9:00pm
*May 4"- July 27" Wednesday Evening Registration is held weekly from 7:00-9:00pm*

2011 TENNIS PERMIT INFORMATION

The 2011 tennis season in the Town of Mamaroneck begins April 1% at our Memorial Park courts (refer to schedule for Central and Memorial Park
hours). All tennis players will be required to obtain a permit for the use of the courts. First time tennis permit applicants must appear in person for a photo
in the Town Recreation Office, 740 West Boston Post Road, Mamaroneck with suitable proof of residency and payment.

SEASON PERMITS

Resident (Unincorporated Area) — valid at both Central & Memorial Park Courts

Non-Resident (Villages of Larchmont & Mamaroneck) — valid at Central ONLY

ADULT (17 years of age or older) - $100.00 per person

SENIOR CITIZEN (60 years of age & older) - $85.00 per person

YOUTH (16 years of age & younger) - $65.00 per person

GUEST FEES (one guest per permit holder only)

Monday thru Friday (except holidays) ADULTS - $5.00 YOUTH - $4.00

Saturday, Sunday & Holidays ADULTS -$7.00 YOUTH - $5.00

SPECIAL RULES

1. To clarify the rules regarding play and reservations of courts the following will be enforced:

A. Permit holders are entitled to ONE (1) hour of play daily per group reservation, be it singles or doubles and must present their permit to
attendant on duty. From May to September, an attendant will be on duty seven days a week.

B. All reservations must be made in person by one of the persons intending to use the court.

C. The names of all persons intending to use the court must be listed with the attendant at the time of the reservation.

D. The person making the reservation will be required to leave his/her Permit Card when making the reservation. If the reservation is not
honored a charge of $1.00 will be required as a forfeit fee.

E. Reservations can only be made on the same day. Except on the evening preceding a week day (no holidays), a permit holder may make a
reservation after 6:00pm for a court the following day after 6:00pm.

F. Reservations will be honored for only five minutes after allotted starting time.

2. Adult Permit holders will have priority over youths after 6:00pm on weekdays and up to 4:00pm on Saturday, Sunday & Holidays. Youths must
yield courts to adults (a youth guest playing is entitled to a refund if guest has had less than 40 minutes of play when displaced). When an adult is
playing with a youth, the court occupancy will be regarded as “Youths”.

3. No one will be permitted on the courts wearing hard soled shoes or raised heels. Tennis sneakers & shirt must be worn by players at all times.

5. A fee of $5.00 will be charged to replace a lost permit.

6. No privileges will be granted without a permit. Permit must be presented upon request.

Doubles Strategy Clinic - at Memorial Park Courts
Tuesdays or Thursdays - 1 hour & 1% hour clinics available
Instruction opportunity for new, beginner, intermediate and
advanced players in ground stroke, volley, overhead and
serve plus drills and games. Level appropriate emphasis will
be placed on doubles strategy and tactics.

Adult Group Instruction — at Central School Courts
